General Information

The OBAP/DSU Solo Flight Academy will
take place in Dover, Delaware beginning
July 11th and end July 25", 2010.

Students must be between the ages of
16 and 19, on the first day of the

Academy.

Because of the highly concentrated ground
school and flight training given at the
OBAP/DSU Solo Flight Academy, it is
required that the student be highly
motivated towards flying.

Excellent character, good conduct and
maturity is required of all students. Each
student is expected to put forth a maximum
effort to complete the program. This
intense “total immersion” aviation course
conducted by highly qualified, competent
and demanding volunteer staff is not for the
casual camper. Students who complete
the course, with approval and supervision
of their instructor may be allowed to
perform a solo flight of the aircraft.

Students that are not ready and willing
to expend the required intellectual and
physical effort should not attend the
Solo Flight Academy.

Students who in the opinion of the OBAP
Solo Flight Academy staff, fail to make
satisfactory aeronautical progress, behave
contrary to Academy rules, or whose
actions are contrary to Academy objectives,
will be expelled from the Academy.
Expelled students, their parents and/or
sponsor will receive no refund of fees.

Requirements and Fees

The fee for the OBAP Solo Flight
Academy is *$300. The application and
$300 fee must be submitted no later
than June 1, 2010. The deadline for
refunds is July 1, 2010.

NOTE: THE ORGANIZATION OF AIRLINE PILOTS
IS PROVIDING A SCHOLARSHIP TO EACH SOLO
FLIGHT ACADEMY ATTENDEE, WHICH COVERS
THE ACTUAL COSTS OF TUITION. THE FEE
INCLUDES A ONE YEAR  STUDENT

MEMBERSHIP IN OBAP. THE ACTUAL COSTS
OF THE SOLO FLIGHT ACADEMY IS
APPROXIMATELY $2200 $3500.

Students attending this Solo Flight
Academy must also obtain a FAA 3"class
Medical/Student Pilot Certificate from an
FAA Medical Examiner. (Cost
approximately $75.00). Federal regulations
require that you must be a U.S. Citizen to
apply for this program.

Any U.S. citizen applying for training to be
used towards a recreational, sport pilot,
private pilot (single or multiengine)
certificate, multiengine rating at any level,
or instrument rating, in an aircraft weighing



less than 12,500 pounds must present the
flight school or flight instructor with
evidence of U.S. citizenship. Evidence
may be shown by one of the following:

1. Valid unexpired U.S. Passport. An Original birth
certificate of the United States, American Samoa, or
Swains Island, and government-issued picture ID.

2. An Original U.S. naturalization or citizenship certificate
(Form - 550 or 570), with raised seal and government-

issued picture ID.

3. An Original certificate of U.S. citizenship with raised seal
(Form - 560 or 561), or a Certificate of Repatriation (Form -

581), and government-issued picture ID.

4. An Original certification of birth abroad with raised seal
(Form FS-545 or DS1350) and government-issued picture

ID.

Therefore a copy of proof of
citizenship MUST accompany the

application
